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I would note that since I read Craig Dilworth’s Too Smart for Our Own Good, I find it a little harder to come up with interesting topics, or, to put it another way, topics which actually in​terest me. I suppose this is because, despite my self image as an Aware Dude, I had never really focused on just how utterly hopeless the problem of human overpopulation actually was. Talk about overlooking elephants.

As the result of this “revelation,” it has become somewhat harder to get wrapped up in such topics du jour as the “Eurocrisis,” for example, which seem merely like passing ripples on a broad stretch of ocean. Financial imbalances can always work themselves out, usually through violent revolution. If you think of the natural progression of capitalism or tyranny, it always goes the same way: money tends to shift toward elites; they take steps to preserve their rela​tive advantages, through monopolies and political influence; a broad class of the dispossessed is created; the dispossessed (the Wretched of the Earth, as Franz Fanon called them) tire of the inequality and begin stringing up, decapitating and shooting the elites. Thus, in no particular order: the American Revolution (taxation without representation), the French Revolution, the Russian Revolution of 1917, the Cuban Revolution of 1959.
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
